In respect of Karnataka State calendars, we intend incorporating "Shalivahana Saka" details, apart from State Holidays for which separate artwork will be provided.

	Rimming
	Double twisted steel grey rimming on 15" side with a silk hanger. An appropriate hole in exact centre has to be made for passing silk thread, which has to be provided by you.

	Paper
	The required quantity of paper will be supplied to you by the Bank (indicate your requirement in sheet or roll form). Kindly note wastage of only 2% is allowed.

	Despatch
	The calendars  are to be packed in roll form containing 25 calenders each and such 10 to 12 rolls are to be neatly packed in each carton / corrugated box and despatched to centres designated by us on "Freight to pay" basis without any damage.

	Supply
	The entire printing and despatch will have to be completed on or before 45 days from the date of placing the order. For any delay in printing, supplying and despatching the calendars, the Bank has the right to impose penalty  upto 20% of the printing cost.
